
Intermediate and Senior Starskate - Winter 2011 / 2012 
Welcome to a new season with Vernon Figure Skating Club. Listed are the programs for the upcoming year.  

 
 

INTERMEDIATES: Skaters must have passed the Canskate stage 7 badge (or at the coaches discretion) and be working on Skate 

Canada tests. 
 
Within the Intermediate program, skaters will work on skills, dance and freeskate. Your registration fee covers all ice for two days per 
week for the winter season as well as some group coaching and off ice. You are encouraged to skate both days per week. If you are 
not able to, please inform the coaches of the day that you will be attending. Fees cannot be adjusted. A third skating day is available 
for purchase in addition to your 2 day package. 
 
 

Skating days for Intermediates are:  
Mondays from 4:45 to 6:00pm (intermediates only) and  

Wednesdays from 3:45 to 5:45 and/or Thursdays from 5:15 to 7:15pm (Combined Int and Sr includes 20 min off ice) 
 

 
 

SENIORS: Skaters must have passed two out of three of the preliminary Skate Canada disciplines; Preliminary Dances, Preliminary 

Skills or Preliminary Freeskate. 
 
Within the Senior program, skaters will work on skills, dance, freeskate and, if they so choose, interpretive. Your registration fee covers 
all ice for the winter season for two days per week as well as some group coaching and off ice. You are encouraged to skate three days 
per week with a minimum of two days. If you are not able to attend two days, please inform the coaches of the day that you will be 
attending. Fees cannot be adjusted. A third skating day is available for purchase in addition to your 2 day package. 
 
 

Skating days for Seniors are:  
Mondays from 6:15 to 8:15 (Seniors only) and  

Wednesdays from 3:45 to 5:45 and/or Thursdays from 5:15 to 7:15pm (Combined Int and Sr includes 20 min off ice)

All parents/guardians will be asked to play music throughout the skating season. Having music played is an essential part of your child’s 
skating instruction. You will not be required to play music every week, however, the frequency will depend on how many parents 

volunteer. Please check the box on your form corresponding to the day that you will be available. Your assistance is greatly 
appreciated!

 All sessions take place at the Priest Valley Arena.  

 

 All registrations will be processed on a first come, first served basis. 

 

 Registrations CANNOT be processed until completed forms and cheques are received. Cheques MUST be 

dated correctly. 

 

 Please call Heather Stranks prior to mailing your registration form to ensure there is space 

available on your chosen session. 

 

 Skating days are NOT interchangeable once they are booked. 

 

 Skaters will ONLY be permitted on the ice when ice and coaching fees are paid in full. Skaters will not be 

permitted to compete or take tests if any ice or coaching fees are outstanding. 

 

 All coaches bills must be paid in full by the due date each month or lessons will be cancelled. 

 

 Intermediate and Senior fees may be paid in five equal payments by post dated cheque. If you are paying by 

credit card, FULL PAYMENT must be made upon registering. 

 
 All VFSC members must pay the $35.00 Skate Canada Registration and Insurance fee before their first skating session of 

the year (Sept 1
st
 to Aug 31

st
). This fee is sent on your behalf to Skate Canada and must only be paid once per season. 

 

 A charge of $25.00 will be applied to all NSF cheques. Additionally, your skater will be suspended from on 

ice activities as long as NSF cheques remain outstanding. 

 

 Refunds will be granted if 50% or more of the classes are missed for medical reasons, and a 10% 

administration fee will be deducted. A doctor’s certificate will be required. 

 

 Schedule subject to change. Vernon Figure Skating Club will not be held responsible for loss of ice or 

cancellations beyond our control. Vernon Figure Skating Club reserves the right to use club ice during 

any program as required to accommodate test days, dance partners etc.
